To install the calendar, once you have the account do the following.

Login Into Google Calendar, www.google.com/calendar, create an account or login as required.

Click Settings link on the top right of the page.

Click Calendars Tab.

Click on Import Calendar, in the middle of the page

Click on Add By URL Link, on the right panel.

Paste the ical information below into the link.
